Elicitation – To sing a traditional song from memory.

	Can you copy the speed & rhythm?

Elicitation – Play the glockenspiel note G in time to the beat.
End point - To perform their song using the glockenspiels thinking about others when performing.

	The Orchestra
The Nutcracker by Tchaikovsky
How do the orchestral instruments create different moods and effects? What effect does the tempo, dynamics and pitch have on the characters and feel in the story?

Listen and explore the different sounds made by the orchestral instruments. Respond to different moods in music and explain thinking about changes in sound. 
Create and choose sounds for a specific mood/theme.
Elicitation - Listen to orchestral instruments. Can you describe the timbre/sound of them? e.g gentle, loud, bright…
End Point – Children demonstrate through group compositions how the instruments create a mood/effect considering pitch, tempo and dynamics.

What’s in the toy box? 
Can we explore and create different rhythms; using copyback and call & response phrases? Can we begin to recognise simple notations to represent music, including pitch and duration?
Play a range of rhythms and pulses and identify the differences between them. Create rhythm patterns using stick notation; bee=crotche, spider = quavers, crotchet rests.
End point - To recognise and read simple staff notation with crotchets, paired quavers and rests?

	

	Summer
	Can you join in with a range of familiar songs?

Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs. 

Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others. 

Endpoint – Children perform well known songs/rhymes from memory with actions


	Listen to and move to British music. 
How do we move our bodies to show we appreciate the music? How do we move to the pace of the music?

	WCET - West African djembe drumming
Can we explore and create different rhythms; using copyback and call & response phrases? Can we perform rhythm patterns, keeping a steady pulse? Can we consider and match sounds to a story?
Experiment with different sounds to accompany story – ‘We’re going on a Lion hunt’. Select sounds and decide as a class which suit the story best. Experiment and decide on sound effects using voices, body and djembe considering dynamics. and tempo. Rehearse and refine composition – consider what makes a good performance?
Elicitation – Play the beat in time to the music – changing tempos.
End point – Perform ‘Walking through Africa’ with chosen sound effects and keeping in time together.

WCET – Ukulele
Can we correctly handle and play simple known songs and accompany them with the Chord C? Can we think about others while performing?
Copyback and learn different strumming patterns, keeping to the beat. Repeat rhythmical patterns, keeping a steady pulse. Play and sing pieces of music, starting and finishing together.
End point - As a class, can we perform and accompany a 
song on the ukulele?
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
